Dear Parents,

Let me take this opportunity to wish you a very happy and healthy New Academic Year!

This note of mine is only a reminder of our rules and responsibilities to further the cause of a good learning environment in School.   A certain code of conduct and discipline is required to achieve the same, the following, therefore, must be read carefully and acted upon with responsibility:

What is expected of a student studying in Modern School?

· Coming to school on time, wearing proper school uniform, having proper hair cut and not resorting to the use of any stuff which violates the approved constitution of school uniform.

· Regularly attending the House and Morning assembly in order to take full advantage of them.

· Attending all classes, taking the instructions seriously, active engagement in teaching and learning process, maintenance of discipline and decorum of class, respect for teacher and timely submission of homework/assignments given.

· Keeping the class neat and clean, voluntarily contributing towards its general upkeep and taking care of school assets and property.  

· Maintaining high standards of academic excellence and social discipline.

· Taking up all class tests, unit tests and other examinations with a definite sense of improvement and reform.

· Whenever a position of responsibility is given to anyone, the School expects that nothing will ever be done which questions the faith reposed.   Integrity (accountability) of the highest order is expected.

· Leaving school premises during school hours, jumping through the school boundary wall or making a clandestine exit from school during school working hours are all such acts which are bound to be treated as acts of gross violation of the practicing code of conduct and thereby inviting necessary punitive action from the competent authority.


· Taking a very caring attitude towards students of lower classes, never resorting to the use of force or unparliamentary language to settle petty personal scores and therefore demonstrating a behaviour which is worth ameliorating.

· Taking optimum benefit from all the available opportunities of growth and development in and outside school. 

What if they violate the aforesaid code?

· If attendance of any student is less than 75%, his/her right to appear in the annual examination gets automatically forfeited.   The school shall strictly follow the CBSE rules and guidelines to enforce the attendance rules.

· If a student holds a position of responsibility and conduct against its legitimate requirement, the position can be withdrawn.

· If a student deliberately comes late to school or comes in incorrect uniform he/she may be sent back home.

· If in the unit test or in any other examination any liberty with school uniform is taken he/she will not be allowed to take examination and will be sent back home.

· Till the declaration of class XII board result, all students visiting the school have to come in proper school uniform.  Otherwise they will be refused entry in the school.

· If a student is ever found damaging the property of school, he/she will be penalized to the extent to damage done.

· If the general conduct of a student implicitly or explicitly violates the aforesaid code of conduct, action befitting the nature of misconduct will be given.

Modern School is a great seat of learning.  Let us do our best to cultivate a culture in it which not only sustains the past glory but also sets new trends of innovation, creativity, growth and development.
